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USING THE COURSE OFFERING GUIDE

1. Students receive one credit for a course taken for one semester unless the course meets
every other day such as the physical education classes. In such cases, the students
receive 12 credit for the semester.

2. A required course is one that has been designated either by thedboal board or by
state law as required for graduation.

3. The students in the 9th througR2th grade are required to taBeclasses plus physical
educationeach semester. The exception is that students in their final semester are
required to take only the number of courses that are required to complete their graduation
requirements. They should, however, be aware that full time course load is a requirement
for participation in etta-curricular activities.

4, Registration fees will be collected in August. A schedule for registratitinbe
announced through the local news media.

5. Careful planning involving thestudent, their parentsnd a counselorwill help the
student to develop a spear plan that meets his or her needs. Psrard required to
sign this sixyear plan.

6. Counselors, administratorgnd teachers are available to assist students and parents
individually with the important tasksf planning and goal development. Although there
are group activities that assist students in this process, individual needs often necessitate
individual planning. Students are encouraged to accept responsibility to initiate this
personal assistance. ubng this process students are encourage to consider career
clustergpathwaygather than specific occupations.

COUNSELING AND GUIDANCE SERVICES

covers a brief, comprehensive, chronological history of Western Art.

A student enrolled in the"?Semester of instrumental music must be enrolled for the entire
semester and participate in Concert Band and Pep Band.

Performing Opportutiies Include: Marching Band, Concert Band, Pep Band, Solosnibiess
and Honor Bands.

Marching Band: The marching band is a wonderful opportunity for a student to demonstrate
school participation, pride, and community involvement. The season begins four weeks before
school starts (summer attendance encourageti)eads midOctober. Summer rehearsals are
used to memorize music and work on basic marching fundamentals, and are vital to the amount
of success the students will attain at the beginning of the school year. Attendances at extra
rehearsals during the saiianarching season are required unless a parent excuses the absence.
Conflicts may occur with athletics; however these instances are rare and can usually be solved.
During the marching band season students will receive one lesson per cycle, and wilt perfo

a maximum of three Saturday competitions, all home football games, and the Homecoming
Parade.

Concert Band: The concert band season begins immediately following the marching band
season. Students will be required to perfornat concerts, ConceBand Clinic, Ensemble

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heat treatment processes. Metal and sheet metal fabrication will be a main focus of this course.
Metal Tech 1 is a prerequisite to Trade & Industry Weldind Applied Metals

TRADE & INDUSTRY WELDING (DUAL CREDIT)

Special note for this courseThis course is intended for Juniors or Seniors (Boys or Gil
who do NOT plan on taking any other Industrial Technology courses in high school ot
have NOT already taken one or more classes in this area. ELC would like to provide
alternative couse for those students whose primary focus may not be to concentrate o
Industrial Technology curriculum but would still like to know how to take care of their

automobile as well as their residence.

Today it is becoming more common for individuedgperform repairs on their own homes
and cars. Many of these repairs and remodeling jobs can be easily done by men and
with average skills and knowledge of materials. Students will be given the opportunity
learn these skills through actual ugehese processes and materials.

This is a four semester course of content similar to Algebra I. The only significant difference
between these two courses and first year Algebra is that the material is presented at a slower rate,
taking twice as long due to the more intense drill andtip@ Only students who grasp
mathematical concepts at a slower rate, but are above the ability level of basic mathematical
concepts should take this course. It is advantageous to the student to stay in the course for the
full four semesters, and notenpt to jump back in to an algebra course.

(1 Semester)
PrerequisiteSuccessfulcompletion of Intro | and II

Statistics acquaints students with the major concepts and tools for collecting, analyzing, and
drawing conclu®ns from data. This course will introduce students to four major conceptual
themes: observing and exploring data; planning a statistically valid investigation; anticipating
patterns and using probability and simulations for predicting outcomes; andveogfor

rejecting models through statistical inference. Students will frequently work on projects
involving the hand®n gathering and analysis of real world data. Technology is an integral part
of the course. Graphing calculators and computers amithary tools for data collection and
analysis and will allow students to focus deeply on the concepts involved in statistics.
Probability and Statistics is a one semester course, but will be paired with a semester of Informal
Geometry. Students who sessfully complete Probability and Statistics first semester will take
Informal Geometry second semester, and vice versa.

INFORMAL GEOMETRY
(1 Semester)
Prerequisite: Successfalompletion of Intro | and II

Geometry is the branch of mathematics comedmwith the properties and relations of points,

lines, surfaces, and solids. The course provides a mathematical model to the physical world and
applies algebraic concepts to geometric situations. Topics covered in this course will include:
logic, congrence, similarity, circles, geometric properties and measurement, and geometric
modeling and constructions. Students will learn these topics using mathematical practices, hand
on activities, projects, and other studeantered learning ideals. Emphasi8 be placed on
developing critical thinking skills as they relate to logical reasoning and argument. Students will
be required to use different technological tools and manipulatives to discover and explain much
of the course content. It is intendedttbiaidents will use the traditional tools of compass and
straightedge as well as dynamic geometry software that models these tools more efficiently and
accurately, to assist in these investigations.
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Informal Geometry is a one semester course, but wildbed with a semester of Probability
and Statistics. Students who successfully complete Informal Geometry first semester will take
Probability and Statistics second semester, and vice versa.

ALGEBRA |

(2 Semesters) (Gradesl2) Required OR Intro to Algebra | and Intro o Algebra Ii
Prerequisite: Must successfully pass' semester to enroll in"2semester)

*RAIl Core Course

This is a two semester course, which does not dwell on basic mathematical concepts, but moves
right on to concepts beyond basic mathematics. It is a preparatory course for Geometry and
Algebra II. Students will be expected to complete daily assignmastaell as periodic quizzes
thought out and exams at the end of the unit. Topics include review of working with data and
relationships, probability, graphs, writing and solving equations, exploring slope, and graphing
linear equations. Other topics indki solving and graphing inequalities, more advanced
graphing in coordinate planes, solving systems of equations and inequalities, working with lines
and distance, simplifying polynomial expressions, and exploration of quadratic functions and
their equatios.

GEOMETRY

(2 Semesters) (Gradesl?)

Prerequisite: (Must have successfully completed Algebra | or its equivalent and must
successfully pass'semester to enroll in"@semester)

*RAI Core Course

This course is designed to fulfill the needs of stcstudents who wish to complete the
recommended sequence of mathematics for college or technical school. It is a prerequisite to
Algebra Il. The course begins with a strong development of visualization and drawing skills.
Algebraic and geometric modedse used throughout to model a variety of-#gatld situations.
Deductive reasoning is used to write formal proofs justified by definitions, postulates, and
theorems in paragraph, fleghart, and twecolumn formats. The use of manipulatives and
construetions  actively involve students in understanding the properties of figures and
transformational geometry.

ALGEBRA Il

(2 Semesters) (Grades-1Q)

Prerequisites: (Must have successfully completed Algebra | or its equivalent and Geometry and
must succedslly pass ' semester to enroll in"2semester)

*RAI Core Course

This two semester course is designed for the student interested in math and planning to take
college mathematics. Many lowa regent universities require completion of this level of
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mathematics for admission. As a student in Algebra Il, you will use functional relationships to
model applied problems, graph functions with the aid of technology, study algebraic concepts in
probability, statistics, trigonometry, and discrete mathematicste wand graph linear,
polynomial, exponential, logarithmic, and trigopnometric functions, and become familiar with
new topics such as circuits, optimization, and probability matrices.

ADVANCED MATH

(2 Semesters) (Grades-12)

SuggestedPrerequisite(s): (Must have successfully completed Algebra | or its equivalent,
Geometry, Algebra Il and must successfully passenester to enroll if"2semester)

*RAIl Core Course

This two semester course is designed to provide a strong foundatmra-aHlculus concepts,
techniques, and applications. Therefore, advanced math is for those students who are going to
attend college or technical schools after graduation, and especially for those individuals pursuing
careers in math or science relatedas: As a student in Advanced Math, you will use functional
relationships to model applied problems, graph functions with the aid of technology, study and
solve linear and quadratic functions, write and graph linear, polynomial, exponential,
logarithmic, and trigonometric functions, solve trigonometric equations, become familiar with
trigonometric identities, and be introduced to calculus concepts. Technology will be an
important tool, used to facilitate learning of the mathematical concepts in this dissn
successful completion of this course, a student will be adequately prepared to enter college and
take calculus his/her senior year or freshmen year in college.

The course
takes a systematic approach to studying the human body. Anatomy deals with the structure of the
body parts and phydmgy considers the function of these body parts.

CHEMISTRY

undergoes. Chemistry deals with questions such as, what is the material made of? What is its
makeupand internal arrangement? How does it behave and change when cooled, heated or
mixed with other materials? Topics included in this course are chemical and physical properties,
atomic structure, language of chemistry, chemical reaction and nuclear theméaboratory
investigations are emphasized and follow the knowledge gained by the student. Chemistry is a

If you have an interest in genetics or forensics, this class will provide you an
oppatunity to explore these areas further. Field trips and computer applications will be used to
supplement classroom activities.

Physics is the science of matter, energy, and interactions between the two. In this course,
students will learn through labs and inquiry alongside the textbook to develop their
understanding of classical physics.

Students will learn the science behind
everyday motion, energy transfer, and the nature of sound.

They will also study the many different political and
economic systems that have tried to meet the needs of the people throughout history as well as
the different, customs, traditions, philosophy and religiouasdbat people have developed. It

is desirable for all students who are motivated to learn more about themselves, the past and the
world.

ECONOMICS

(One Semester) (Grades-1D)
Suggested Prerequisite(s): (None)

Our world is largely an economic world. A study of economics at the high school level is
designed to expose the student to a broad range of economic topics. A thorough study will
enable the student to make intelligent decisions on economic matters. guestjons of an
economic nature will be answered. How are goods and services produced? How is money and
credit used by individuals and businesses? How are prices determined? What are the different
forms of business organization and what are the adyasit@nd disadvantages of each? How do

we use the government and pay its cost? How do other economic systems differ from ours and
what is our relationship with other nations? How can we best promote their economic welfare?

It is considered especially desirable for those planning to
pursue their education beyond high school.

+ ( 5 x number of years of high school core courses)
Regent Admission Index Score

Note: For purposes of calculating the RAI, SAT scores will be converted to ACT composite
equivalents, 9% is the top value for high school rank, 4.00 is the top value for GPA, and the
number of high school core courses completed is expressed in terms of years or fractions of
years (e.g., one semester equals 0.5 year). Applicants who do not possess eddréapiors

will be evaluated on an individual basis by the Regent universities to which they apply.

Freshman applicants who achieve at least a 245 RAI score and who meet the minimum number
of high school courses required by the Regent universities walify for automatic admission

to any of the three Regent universities. Freshman applicants who achieve less than a 245 RAI
score may also be admitted to a specific Regent university; however, each Regent university will
review these applications on an iwtual basis and the admission decision will be specific to

each institution.

The Regent universities recognize that the traditional measures of academic performance do

y20 | RSIldzr 6Sfté& RSaAaONAROS a2YS aiddzRSydaQ LRGSy
universities strongly encourage all interested students to apply for admission.
